Chaperone Information 
 

 
Responsibilities: 
 

 Accompany children on the school buses.  

 Two-Three Chaperones/Parents will be assigned to each cabin of 6-10 students 

 Never allow a child to go anywhere alone. A child may not be left alone in the cabin.  

 An adult must accompany children to and from the cabins, restrooms and lodge. 

 Boys and girls must remain in their own designated areas. 

 Children may not visit other cabins. 

 No food or electronic devices are allowed in the cabins. 

 Children are required to keep their cabin clean. 

 No pillow fights, horseplay or roughhousing in cabins. 

 Lights out by 10 pm. 

 Assign two children to “KP” duty each meal. 

 Sit with the children during meals and encourage good table manners. 

 If a chaperone has a behavior problem with any child, take that child directly to  
the TMCS Representative  

 If a child is currently on medication, becomes ill or gets hurt accompany him/her to the 
TMCS Joanna Pittenger, TC Paramedic.  

 Parents will need to participate in the organized activities (please refrain from helping 
students on group-building activities). 

 Adults may help themselves to coffee, tea or hot chocolate anytime. 

 Cabins must be swept and all luggage and sleeping bags packed up and out on the porch 
by Saturday morning before breakfast. 

 Keep clothes at least three feet away from heaters. Do not turn heaters all the way up. 
They will shut off!!!! 

 Join in or help with organized activities
